We are very fortunate to reside in a neighborhood with many children.  We are also fortunate to live in a neighborhood where parents can feel safe letting their children play with friends outside.  Unfortunately, in recent weeks we have had too many close-calls between motorists and bicycles.  





Please take a moment to review some of the basic, common-sense safety tips for sharing the road with your family. This is especially critical as the seasons change and darkness falls earlier.  We want to ensure that all of our residents are safe.





Sharing the Road:  Cyclists





Always wear a Helmet: Listed in Fairfax County’s Code, Section 82-6-38.1:  


“Any person under the age of fifteen years of age shall wear a protective helmet ...while riding or being carried on a bicycle on any highway, sidewalk, or public bicycle path. The term "highway" has the meaning set forth in Code of Virginia, Section 46.2-100.  Any person who violates this section shall be punishable by a fine of twenty-five dollars. “


Ride on the Right:  Ride in the same direction as the traffic and obey stop signs.�Ride Predictably:  Never swerve between parked cars.  Check for traffic before entering street or intersection. Anticipate hazards and adjust your position accordingly. Be aware of running vehicles and recognize that white lights indicate that the car will start backing up.




















Sharing the Road:  Motorists


Drive Cautiously:  Reduce speed when encountering cyclists and around corners.


Yield to Cyclists and Be Considerate: Scan for cyclists in traffic and at intersections.�Do not blast your horn in close proximity to cyclists.  Look for cyclists when opening doors. 


Watch for Children: Expect the unexpected and slow down.  Because of their size, children can be harder to see.  Children on bicycles are often unpredictable.   Don't expect children to know traffic laws.
